Dear Reader,  
Writing your first piece of hate mail can be a bit daunting. You have a lot of hate to 
send, and proper letter formatting is always a bit of a pain. In order to help you send 
the best piece of hate mail possible, I put together this handy step-by step tutorial on 
sending the best piece of hate mail possible!

The first issue is deciding the goal of the letter. If it is meant to simply express 
displeasure, that is a very separate matter of trying to annihilate a person through 
words.[1]

If the ragecipent is a company, institution, or 
government official, the knowledge that the sender is a real person can be very 
powerful. A pseudonym, or false name is much more useful if retaliation is a     
possibility. 

Let’s write a letter together!

First, we need to decide on a goal. I have recently become exhausted by the actions of 
the United States Federal Government, and currently hold a seething river of rage 
directed to the United States Secretary of Homeland Security, Kristi Noem.

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Good,[11] Alex Pretti,[12] Luis Gustavo Núñez Cáceres, Geraldo Lunas Campos, Víctor 
Manuel Díaz, Parady La, Luis Beltrán Yáñez–Cruz, and Heber Sánchez Domínguez[13] 
your clear lack of humanity is impossible to ignore. Furthermore, your clear lack of respect 
towards basic American legislation[14] paints a very clear picture of the type of person you 
are.
